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The trout at Bank House are everywhere and a 
network of tree–lined islands, pools and swims 
allows the angler to fish in privacy. It is also a 
haven for wildlife. Kingfishers and nuthatches 
are amongst numerous resident species and 
under the water it is rich in aquatic insect life.

Tigers and browns spend much of their time 
lying close to the lake bed looking up at the 
surface. This means that dry flies are a good 
way to target them. Rainbows can often be 
found foraging tight into the islands. Buzzers 
and nymphs fished slowly on floating line will 
always prove productive. The blue trout are 
acrobatic and hard fighting and there are plenty 
of big specimens so don’t fish too lightly!
